Cockrell Hill Road Construction

The City of DeSoto is fortunate
to pariner with Dallas County to
improve fransporation infra-
structure by way of Dallas
County's Major Capital Improve-
ment Program {MCIF). MCIP is

a fransportation commitment
program in which funding for
transportation projects is budg-
eted on a year-to-year hasis, but
commitments are made over a
longer time frame. The Cockrell
Hill Road project is an example
of MCIF in action. Construction
of this $10 million project began
in April, 2008.

You have probably observed
days where it appears no pro-

gress is being made. This is
due to the unusual amount of
rainfall. It often takes two or
three days for the ground to dry
out enough to proceed with
construction. Also, we have

utility relocation challenges.

COwerall, construction is nearly
40% complete with an esti-
mated completion date of Sum-
mer, 2010

When construction is com-
pleted, the new road will have
two  twelve-foot wide travel
lanes in each direction. A four-
teen-foot wide median will en-
hance safety by separating the

opposing lanes of traffic. The
new Cockrell Hill Road section
will be more consistent with the
portion of Cockrell Hill Road
north of Wintergreen Road in
the City of Duncanville, therehy
improving regional mobility.

Meandering sidewalks and an
attractive landscaping package
will accompany the new lanes.
